Dear Pastor or Youth Leader:

We look forward to hosting you at Winthrop Wesley Foundation for the third annual Rock Hill District Day of Fellowship for Youth!  This year we are going to do things a little bit different.  We’re going to begin the Day of Fellowship as folks get out of church.  So you won’t have to meet back at church later, this time, you’ll gather and head over after church.  We’ll kick off registration at 12:45 pm and then we’ll have lunch from 1 – 1:30 pm.  Hopefully this will give people from around the district a chance to arrive.  We’re going to build in time for the youth to get to know each other through games, small groups, activities, and a devotion geared towards community and fellowship.  We hope that this will give youth a chance not to stick with their own youth groups, but to get to know others from around the district thus really being a Day of Fellowship.
We will be meeting and parking at the Student Activity Center, Withers Building, which is part of the College of Education.  Withers is located off of Oakland Avenue on Eden Terrace.  It is the building on Winthrop’s campus that looks a bit like a castle.  There is a map and directions enclosed.  If you have any questions about directions or parking, please let me know.  Registration for the event is from 12:45 – 1:15 pm on Sunday and will take place inside the SAC at Withers on Winthrop’s campus.  At Registration you will need to turn in your final numbers, money, and release forms.  The event will officially kick off at 1 pm with a prayer and welcome, but I know that some churches will be coming in at different times due to travel time.  This year we’ll be in the air conditioning so that will be refreshing, but the youth will be outside for the scavenger hunt.  Please bring lawn chairs or blankets to sit on in the SAC gym.  The event will end at approximately 4 pm.   The schedule of the event is enclosed on the flyer.  The cost of the event is $5 which covers food, drinks, games, etc.  Thanks for providing for that!
The students will get a chance to see The Wesley Foundation and some of Winthrop’s campus as part of their scavenger hunt but if you’d like your youth to specifically tour either one, we can schedule that for you after the 4 pm closing prayer.  We want this to be as beneficial for you as possible.  We’ll also have information about other district youth events and the upcoming York County CROP Walk, October 17th in York and October 24th in Rock Hill.

Our hope is that this day will run smoothly and will be relatively stress free for all of you!  Winthrop requires anyone on campus that is not a student to sign a release form.  I have attached one for you.  If you could get a release form signed for each of your youth that would be great.  As always, if you have any questions, please let me know. Directions to Campus
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Dinkins Lawn is located on Eden Terrace.
Southbound I-77: 
Take Exit 82-B and follow directional signs toward Rock Hill. At the fourth traffic light, turn left onto U.S. 21 Bypass. Turn right at the first traffic light onto Eden Terrace. (Note: The Winthrop Coliseum is located on Eden Terrace, approximately 1.5 miles from U.S. 21 Bypass.) Eden Terrace ends at the main entrance to the campus (approximately 2.5 miles from U.S. 21 Bypass.) The SAC at Withers is on Eden Terrace right before you get to the library and Oakland Avenue.

Northbound I-77:
Take Exit 82 and follow directional signs for Exit 82-B to Rock Hill. At the fourth traffic light, turn left onto U.S. 21 Bypass. Turn right at the first traffic light onto Eden Terrace. Note: The Winthrop Coliseum is located on Eden Terrace, approximately 1.5 miles from U.S. 21 Bypass.) Eden Terrace ends at the main entrance to the campus (approximately 2.5 miles from U.S. 21 Bypass.) The SAC at Withers is on Eden Terrace right before you get to the library and Oakland Avenue.

From S.C. Route 72: 
Turn left onto S.C. Route 901 (Heckle Bypass). Proceed to S.C. 322 (Cherry Road); turn right and travel approximately 2 miles to Oakland Avenue. Turn right on Oakland Avenue and then left onto Eden Terrace.  Withers and the SAC will be on your right.
